Pre-Configuration
We recommend updating your operating system to the latest version before proceeding with the configuration process. Free updates
are available at www.apple.com.

Attach the repeater to the provided power supply and plug it into the wall.

Using the supplied crossover Ethernet cable, connect one end of the cable to your computer!s Ethernet port and the other end
to the Ethernet port on the repeater.

Open the TCP/IP Control Panel.

Go to the file menu at the top of the screen and choose configurations.

Click "Duplicate..."

Type in "MW Repeater Configuration".

Click "Make Active".

In the TCP/IP window, choose connect via: Ethernet Built-in.

Choose Configure: Manually.

. In the IP address text field, type: "192.168.1.10"
. In the Subnet Mask text field, type: "255.255.255.0"
. Close the TCP/IP window.

A window will appear asking if you would like to save your changes. Choose "Save".

. Pre-configuration is complete. Move on the configuration section below.

Attach the repeater to the provided power supply and plug it into the wall.

Using the supplied crossover Ethernet cable, connect one end of the cable to your computer!s Ethernet port and the other end
to the Ethernet port on the repeater.

Go to the Apple menu and choose System Preferences.

Click Network.

Go to the OLocationO menu near the top of the window and choose ONew Location.O

Name the new location "MW Repeater Configuration" or something similar.

When you are finished entering the name, click ok.

Beneath the OLocationO menu, there is a menu called OShowO. Pull this menu down ahdase Network Port Configurations.
In the port configurations area, check the box next to Built-in Ethernet. Uncheck the boxes next to all other options.

. Drag Built-in Ethernet to the top of the list.

. Go back to the show menu and choose Built-in Ethernet.

. Look for the menu that is called Configure IPv4. Open the menu and choose Manually.O
. Below the Configure IPv4 menu, in the IP address text field, type: 192.168.1.10

. Below the IP address text field, in the subnet mask field, type: 255.255.255.0

. In the lower-right corner of the window, click Apply Now.

. Pre-configuration is complete. Move on the configuration section below.

Attach the repeater to the provided power supply and plug it into the wall.

Go to the Apple menu and choose System Preferences.

In the Internet and Network section, click Network.

Go to the OLocationO menu near the top of the window and choose OEdit Locations.O

A small window will appear. Click the plus sign at the bottom of the window to add a new location.

Name the new location "MW Repeater Configuration" or something similar.

When you are finished entering the name, click done.

Pull down the Location menu again and choose MWW Repeater Configuration"O if it is not already selected.

On the left side of the window, click once on Ethernet. On some computers this will be called Ethernet 1. If you have a
MacBook Air and are using a USB to Ethernet adapter, it will be called OUSB Ethernetd

. On the right side of the window, find the menu called Configure. Open the menu and choose OManually.O

Below the Configure menu, in the IP address text field, type: 192.168.1.10

. Below the IP address text field, in the subnet mask field, type: 255.255.255.0
. In the lower-right corner of the window, click Apply.
. Pre-configuration is complete. Move on the configuration section below.

On the left-hand side of the screen, go to Wireless > Security. Configure your encryption settings to match those of the
network you would like to join, then click "Apply Changes". If you are unsure of your encryption settings, check with your
network administrator or contact the manufacturer of your base station.

You will receive a message saying that the changes have been applied. Click OK.

On the left-hand side of the screen, go to Wireless > Site Survey and click refresh. A list of available wireless networks will
appear.

Click the "select" button in the row of the network you would like to join, and then click connect. You will receive a message
that the attempt to connect has been successful. Click OK.

On the left-hand side of the screen, go to Wireless > Basic Settings and click the box that says, "Enable Universal Repeater
Mode."

If you would like the repeater to broadcast the same name as your original network, enter the name of your original network in
the field labeled "SSID of Extended Interface." Be sure to enter the name exactly as it appears in the "SSID" field higher up on
the page. Alternately, you can set the repeater to send out a name that is different than your original network. Simply enter
the name you would like the repeater to send into the "SSID of Extended Interface" field. When you are finished, click apply
and move on to the post-configuration section.

Post -Configuration

Disconnect the Ethernet cable and place the repeater in the desired location. It's ok to unplug the repeater's power supply in order to
move it; even if the repeater is powered off, it will remember the configuration settings. Please note that you must place the repeater in
a location that is receiving a strong signal from the original network.
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Troubleshooting
We strongly recommend that you disable encryption on your network before configuring the Wireless Repeater. Once the connection is
working, then reapply encryption and reconfigure the repeater according the instructions above.

When | type in the address for the web -based configuration utility, my browser cannot find the page.

Make sure that your computer is using the "MacWireless Repeater" setting as defined in the instructions above. OS 9 users can find
this setting in Apple Menu -> Control Panels -> TCP/IP -> File Menu -> Configurations. OS X users in Apple Menu -> System
Preferences -> Network -> Location. Once your configuration setting is correct, type 192.168.1.1 into the address bar. If the page still
does not load, reset the repeater to factory defaults using the hardware reset procedure below. Reconfigure your repeater using the
above instructions.

Reset the repeater using the hardware reset procedure below. After reset, unplug the power cable of the repeater and plug it back in.
Empty your browser's cache, and then quit and restart your browser. Continue from step one of the configuration section of this
document.

Hardware Reset Procedure
If the device becomes unresponsive, or if you would like to reconfigure the unit, you can reset the unit to factory defaults using the
procedure below. Please note that the timing is very important.

1. Go to Apple menu > Location and select OMW Repeater Configuration.O If you do not have this location, create it by following

the steps in the pre-configuration section above.

Unplug the power cable from the repeater.

3. Plug the power cable back in and count thirty seconds. At thirty seconds, hold down the reset button on the back of the unit for
ten seconds and release. The unit will take forty-five seconds to reboot after the reset button is released.

4. Once the device has finished rebooting, you will be able to access the configuration area by opening a web browser and typing
in one of the following addresses: 192.168.1.1, 192.168.1.2, or 192.168.1.254. When you are prompted for a username and
password, you know you have the right address. You can then reconfigure the unit by starting from step 2 of the configuration
section above.
